Some games ideas to practise sight words
-Splat – place the sight words on the floor say a word and race to splat it with your hand. (If you have a fly swat this can make it extra fun) or you can do this outside by writing the words on the ground in chalk and use water balloons or water pistols to splat the words.

-Word hunt – Hide the words around the house or outside go for a walk see how many you can find – say the word then write it down or have a tick sheet and tick of the words.

-Bingo – Pick 6 of the sight words and use the wheel to generate the words. https://www.online-stopwatch.com/random-name-pickers/name-picker-wheel/?r=4oYWB3kEhb

-Tic Tac Toe (x/o game)– create a blank grid with sight words in each section- before you can put an x or o in the box you must read the word/ have a go. 
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-Sight word pairs – Make 2 sets of word cards. Mix them up and place them face down on the floor, now take it in turns to turn over 2 cards see if they match. If they don't match turn them back over
.
-Find the hidden object – write some sight words on the bottom of paper cups. Then hide an object under one of the cups. Your child has to guess which cup it is under but they have to say the word on top of the cup.

-Sight word football – for all those football lovers put some sight words on the ground or attached to some cones. Place the cones in a circle and have your child stand in the middle with a football. Call out a word and get them to kick the ball to the cone with the correct sight word. (word and football practice)
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
