I. Using the patterns in the five small boxes at the bottom of each page, fill in the
different parts of the pictures. Every time you run into a black line you need to change the
pattern. You don’t have to put patterns in all the areas, you can leave some blank. It’s okay

to repeat the patterns in different sizes in different areas.
