P6 Numeracy activities – Monday 23rd – Friday 27th March
Percentages (3 days)
Day 1
· Log in to Education City and open the “Percentages week 1” city in the Classwork section.  Watch the “Ready, Steady, Bake” learning screen and then have a go at the “Ready, Steady, Bake” activity.
· Download the “Percentages of a quantity chilli challenge”, choose your level and try to work out the answers!  Can you also solve the two challenge questions?  
Remember, 50% =   so divide by 2.    25% =    so divide by 4.    10% =  so divide by 10. 
· Draw a 10cm by 10cm square on a squared page to create a fraction flag.  Using up to 5 different colours, colour in all 100 internal squares to create your own design.  If you had coloured 15 squares green, we could say that 15% of the flag is green.  Can you write down the percentages that you have coloured in for each colour?

Day 2
· Watch the “Ready, Steady, Bake” learning screen in Education City one more time to revise yesterday’s work.
· 75% =  so divide the number by 4 (denominator) and then multiply your answer by 3 (numerator) 
e.g. to find 75% of 20
20 ÷ 4 = 5	5 X 3 = 15 	so 75% of 20 is 15
· Download the “Fractions as Percentages” activity and have a go!  Answers in a separate document.
· Have a look around the house for some real-life examples of percentages e.g. adverts, food labels, clothing labels, etc. and take photographs of your examples.  Use an app e.g. PicCollage to create a collage of your photographs.  If you email it to your teacher, we’ll share them on our individual class pages on the website for everyone to see!
Day 3
· Log in to Interactive Resources, click on Resources and search for “percentage pods”.  Launch the first activity (25%, 50% & 75%), click “Hide answer pods” and see if you can answer the questions.
· In real life, percentages are often linked to a discount/sale e.g. 25% off.  Practice calculating a % discount 
e.g. a coat costs £60 but there is 25% off all prices in the sale.  
Consider a) how much do you save? b) the new price.  
a) Find 25% of £60 so £60 ÷ 4 = £15.  This means that I will save £15.
b) To find the new price, take £15 away from £60 so the new price is £45.
· Download the “Percentages – discount” activity.  Don’t forget to begin by dividing to find out how much you will save and then subtract your answer from the original price to find the new price.
Perimeter (1 day)
· Log in to Education City and open the “Perimeter week 1” city in the Classwork section.  Have a go at all five of the learn screens and activities.
· Download the “Perimeter activities week1” document and practice finding the perimeter of these squares and rectangles.
