BugClub – remember to do some reading each day!  Don’t forget to click on the bugs to challenge your comprehension skills and earn rewards.
Spellings – download the PowerPoint and the Words for Sorting.  This week’s sound is “j”.  Remember to think about the meaning of each word.
Newsdesk – don’t forget to log on each day and read the latest stories.  Add a comment too.
Reciprocal reading skills – “Born to Run” by Michael Morpurgo (2 days)
[bookmark: _GoBack]Day 1
· Download the “Born to Run cover” and the “Reciprocal reading worksheet”.  Look at the illustration on the front cover.  “Predictor” section of your worksheet – what do you think this book is about?  Jot down your thoughts, thinking about the words in the title and using the clues in the illustration.
· Download “Born to Run Chp1”.  Read through the opening chapter at least two times.  Choose five of the interesting words or phrases e.g. “flotsam”, “bright and breezy”.  In the “Clarifier” section, explain in your own words what these words or phrases mean.  Use a dictionary if needed.

Day 2
· Reread “Born to Run Chp1”.  In the “Questioner” section, create your own questions (at least four) about the story you’ve just read.  Try to use a variety of question words e.g. Who?  What?  Where?  When? Why?  How?  Remember, we should be able to answer the question using the information in the passage.
· “Summariser” section – in about 40-50 words, explain what this chapter was about e.g. Who is the main character?  What happened?  How did it end?  Make sure that you include the important details.

Writing – limericks (2 days)
Day 1
· Download the “Limericks” PowerPoint to find out what a limerick is and to look at some examples.  Think carefully about the structure and the use of rhyming words.
· Then, see if you can complete this limerick by adding lines 3, 4 and 5

Day 2
· Take another look at yesterday’s “Limericks” PowerPoint to revise the features.
· Today, try to make up your own limerick!  Follow the instructions on the “Write your own limerick worksheet” and see if you can create a limerick that will make us all laugh.
· You could then type up both yesterday’s and today’s limericks using Microsoft Word, add a page border and insert a suitable picture or two and then email the document to your teacher to put on your class page on the school website for everyone to see!
