Introduction

This story is set during the Second World War. Britain was at war with Germany and, throughout 1940 and 1941, the German Air Force, known as the Luftwaffe, were bombing London and other major British cities, including Belfast. Night after night, bomber aircraft flew across the English Channel or the North Sea and dropped huge numbers of bombs, causing widespread damage. Along with factories, shipyards and other major targets, many thousands of homes were seriously damaged or destroyed. This was called ‘The Blitz’.
