Floating and Sinking
As part of British Science Week, we would like you to carry out a simple science experiment, called ‘Floating and Sinking’. 
What do you need?
A basin (or something similar) half-filled with water and a variety of small objects, which you should be able to find somewhere about the house or in your pencil case.
You could use items such as:
[bookmark: _GoBack]pencil, pen, crayon, plastic or wooden ruler, bar of soap, plastic sharpener, pencil rubber, stick of chalk, ball of Blu Tack or Plasticine, different types of fruit, an egg, something else made from wood, something else made from metal or rubber or plastic, tennis ball……whatever you like.

What do you do?
Select an object. 
Guess first of all whether it will float or sink.
Place it gently in the water.
Look carefully and wait for a moment.
If the object sinks, record the result in the table.
If it floats, check whether it floats high or floats low in the water.
Record your result.
Have fun and don’t soak the floor!
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
