Spring Poems: Haiku

A haiku is a short poem with three lines only.
The poem follows a particular pattern:
Title
Line One – five syllables (beats)
Line Two – seven syllables
Line Three – five syllables

Here  are a couple of examples.
(I have marked the syllables.)

Springtime
Spring arrives again,

Leaves and flowers appear.

Spring is Here
Buds begin to show,
Winter’s gloom is fading now,
Colour everywhere.
