ACCESS TO THE INTERNET

Using I.C.T. (Information and Communications Technology) throughout the curriculum has the potential to motivate and inspire pupils.  Research has shown that effective use of tools such as the Internet, software and digital cameras can help encourage creativity, motivate and enthuse pupils, and improve communication and team-working skills.

At Brooklands Primary School we intend to offer pupils supervised filtered access to the Internet throughout the year as part of their curricular work.  (The school internet is administered by C2K- C2k is a Northern Ireland-wide information and communications network operated on behalf of the Education Authority Northern Ireland) We believe that the benefits to pupils from access to the Internet, in the form of information resources and opportunities for collaboration, exceed any disadvantages.  During school therefore, teachers will guide children towards appropriate material and ensure that all children will be supervised when working on Internet and other I.C.T. activities.

Whereas the risks of using I.C.T. in education are minimal, schools have a duty of care towards pupils.  That means that pupils remain unidentifiable (reducing the risk of inappropriate contact) if images or examples of their work (including digital video) are used on the school website or other publications.  Digital images will not clearly identify individuals and full names will not be used.  All digital video/photography work at Brooklands is underpinned by our Acceptable use of Internet Policy and our school I.C.T. policy.  Copies of these are available on request.

We ask that parents consent to their child taking part in these activities.  Please complete, sign and return the attached form to your child’s class teacher.  If you have any concerns about any issues regarding I.C.T, or require any further information, please get in contact with the school and we will be more than happy to address any problems.

USE OF CHILDREN’S PHOTOGRAPHS

In line with our Child Protection Policy, we are writing with regard to the use of children’s photographs/images in connection with Brooklands Primary School.

Children’s photographs/images have been used in the past, in a number of ways:

· Photographs of children are regularly taken in school, on trips or special occasions.  These photographs are often displayed in school or may be used in publications such as the prospectus (in which case names will not be used.)

· Occasionally local newspapers come to school to photograph the children e.g. as they begin their school career and represent the school at a local event etc. These are then published in the particular newspaper. (Children’s names usually accompany the photograph.)

· From time to time T.V. companies may request if they can come to film some particular item of interest.

· The school’s website may have photographs of children (no names are used).

· Photographs of pupils have been used on school/class/teacher administered apps
